This includes grading am draining the play 
areas, sodding "Where needed am bringing 
parking areas and black-top play areas up 
t·o County-vdde standards. Also, a new senior 
high school is being planned for the Tysonl s 
Corner area. It will consist of about 
forty-five acres and will have a 1,600 stu­
dent capacity, "Which will eventually be 
enlarged to accomodate 2,000 students. 
However, the site has not yet been purchased.
